PASSAGE 1:

Due to a link between the state and religion in the Sasanian ruling system. courts, and
religious rituals shared many common grounds. Most probably the kings were crowned
in both political and religious courts, in a fire temple before the clergy so their rule was
made legitimate.

In this era. most temples were built for the worship of Ahuramazda and prayers
betore the fire; however, other gods were worshiped in some temples. Fire temples were
built by prominent clergies and the king. Mopats and Herpats were responsible for their
maintenance. Religious rituals of the temples including daily religious practices and
various festivals were performed by the clergy.

Parthian temples consisted of sacred rooms. a surrounding corridor, and a portico in
the front. Some temples had Eyvan. In the Sasanian era Chahar-Tag was the most
famous Kind of structure in constructing temples often combined with other spaces.
According to the studies of well-known fire temples since the Sasanian era we lind that
simpler in design with only one main space i.e. a domed fire room while other fire
temples were more detailed consisting of a dome chamber for the sacred fire as well as
spaces for holding other rituals and festivals. From an architectural arrangement point
of view, main fire temples often had Eyvan, a dome chamber and a yard often arranged
on the same axis.

In conclusion a main fire temple was not merely a place for prayers before the sacred
fire. rather it played such roles as making the King's rule legitimate. a place for holding
imperial formal ceremonies and various festivals. meddling in political administration
of a city, state or the country, participating in economic affairs and teaching theology to
the clergy and common people, the same roles played by a cathedral and congregational
mosque. Furthermore, in the course of time., Zoroastrianism underwent some changes
which influenced the form of their temples both in pre-Islamic and Islamic era.

The name Iran is ancient. but its current use is modern. We first find the word in ancient
Persian inscriptions. In the inscription of Darius for example, in the ancient Persian
language, he describes himself as King of the Aryans. Iran is the same word as Aryan;
it means "noble" in the ancient languages of Iran and of India. The King was the King
Arvanum, which is a genitive plural. King of the Arvans. It survives in the myths and
sagas of the earlv medieval period. in the Shahnama and related stories of the great
struggle between Iran and Turan: it reappears in the nineteenth century as the name of
the country in common rather than official usage. It did not become official usage until
much later, probably under the influence of the Third Reich. The German government
of the time, which needed various facilities and help from Iran, went to some pains to
assure the people of that country that they were Iranians, which is the same as Aryans,
that they were therefore different from and superior to all their neighbors, and that the
Nuremberg Laws did not apply to them. It was at that time that the name of the country.
in foreign languages as well as in Persian, was officially changed to Iran.

PASSAGE 3:

The history of Iranian miniature has always been related to that of Iranian literature.
Iranian miniature was born from book painting and explanatory illustrations to books
around the 7th century developing to the visualization of poetry, and went through
different phases before finding its independent place as an outstanding art form. The
evolutionary force in the field came around the 10th century by the emergence of the
great works of literature and poetry starting with Ferdowsi's Shahnameh and continuing
with a flood of inspiring masterpieces like Nezami's Khamseh (12th c.). Sadi's Boostan
and Golestan (13th ¢.), and Hafez's collection of poetry or Divan (14th c.). Although by
the 13th century, under the Mongolian rulers, the art of miniature painting was
technically affected by Chinese art. it still kept delivering diverse subjects from Persian
literature through pictorial reproductions and very soon developed features which were
very unique in essence: features such as the use of vivid and subtle colours accompanied
in times with gold and silver leaves. and the use of'a "layering technique" in perspectives
with elements and rich details overlaid on each other, enabling the viewer to experience
a sense of three-dimensional space and giving him the ability to focus on certain aspects
of the piece and excluding others simultaneously. It is indeed this last feature. reinforced
of course by all the other characteristics, which gives Iranian miniature a certain type of
capacity to mirror and reflect the multi-layered signifying space of a literary work
bringing out the "literariness" (with all the foregroundings and backgroundings)
encoded in the written text.
