The anthropologist E. B. Tylor set the scene in the late 19th century by defining culture as
'that complex whole which includes knowledge. belief. art, law, morals, custom and any other
capabilities and habits acquired by man as a member of society'. Thus in a general sense culture
is a commonly preferred learned form of behaviour which has been adopted by a given society
and which includes distinctive and complicated systems of technology. social organization.
thought. cosmology. and ideology. Culture is something that articulates a human society with
its environment and. for Leslie White. writing in the late 1950s. could be seen in adaptive
functional terms as 'an extrasomatic, temporal continuum ol things and events dependent upon
symbolling.

In the purely archaeological sense. the idea of a culture was firmly established in the late
1920s by Gordon Childe whose Marxist perspectives shine through in his proposition that 'we
find certain types of remains-pots. implements. ornaments. burial rites and house forms—
constantly recurring together. Such a complex of associated traits we shall term a "cultural
group” or just a "culture”. We assume that such a complex is the material expression of what
today we would call a "people”. Thus. for archaeologists. a culture is usually taken to be a
constantly recurring assemblage of artifacts which are assumed to be representative of a
particular set of activities carried out at a particular time and place. As such, archaeological
cultures are defined by archaeologists rather than the original participants.

PASSAGE 2:

New Archaeology is a movement that began in America in the 1960s. It aimed at making
archaeology more scientific, with explicit theory and rigorous methodologies. At the heart of
the thinking was a positivist belief in the principles of the scientific method (especially
hypothesis testing or hvpmhetic deductive reasoning), In the USA many of these ideas were set
out by Lewis Binford in his book New Perspectives in Archaeology published in 1968. In it he
stressed the need to use new technologies such as the computer for statistical and matrix
analyses of data: the concept of the ecosystem for the understanding of the economic and
subsistence bases of prehistoric societies; an evolutionary view of culture: the use of models of
cultures that could be viewed as systems: incorporating an evolutionary approach to culture
change: and a close relationship between archaeology and anthropology. In Britain David
Clarke’s book Analytical Archaeology. also published in 1968, took up similar themes,
emphasizing particularly the application of svstems theory to archaeological modelling.

Although the proponents of the New Archacology were heavily criticized by more
traditionally minded scholars. especially for their use of jargon and for dehumanizing the
discipline. the basic principles became widely accepted. The product of studies that
implemented and developed the ideas set down under the rubric of the New Archaeology is
what is now ofien referred to as Processual Archaeology.

PASSAGE 3:

Following the creation of the first public museum. the Ashmolean in Oxford. which opened
its doors on 6 June 1683, many thousands of similar institutions have been opened worldwide.
Over the centuries their functions and role have changed, although at their heart is the
preservation and display of collections. So far as archacology goes there are three main roles or
responsibilities that are fulfilled by museums today: the long-term management and curation of
archaeological materials and associated archives; the presentation of a selection of this material
to a range of audiences through displays and other interpretative means: and the researching
and investigation of both the archaeological dimensions of the material and also its cultural
nature as one of the agents that help to create a contemporary picture of the past.

The means by which museums have acquired some of their collections have come under
intense scrutiny and debate in recent years. especially in relation to archaeological objects and
heritage materials. Most of the world's great museums built their collections through
campaigns that literally mined the cultural resources of countries around the world. In 1970
UNESCO agreed an international 'Convention of the means of prohibiting and preventing the
illicit import, export and transfer of ownership of cultural property' that has been endorsed by
many countries. More recently a new body of legislation known as the UNIDROIT Convention
has been drafted by the International Institute for the Unification of Private Law, and in
November 1986 the International Council of Museums (ICOM) adopted a code of professional
ethics that includes the need to consider the connection between illicitly acquired material and
the destructive means by which such material is usually acquired. In the USA, the Native
American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act adopted in 1986 mandate the return of all
human remains and associated funerary objects to lineal descendant of the tribe from which the
material collected.
