Ecotourism is a form of tourism involving visiting fragile, pristine, and relatively
undisturbed natural areas, intended as a low-impact and often small scale alternative to
standard commercial (mass) tourism. It means responsible travel to natural areas
conserving the environment and mmproving the well being of the local people. Its
purpose may be to educate the traveler, to provide funds for ecological conservation,
to directly benefit the economic development and political empowerment of local
communities, or to foster respect for different cultures and for human rights. Since the
1980s, ecotourism has been considered a critical endeavor by environmentalists, so
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that future generations may expenence destinations relatively untouched by human
intervention. Several university programs use this description as the working definition
of ecotourism.

Generally, ecotourism deals with interaction with biotic components of the natural
environments. Ecotourism focuses on socially responsible travel, personal growth, and
environmental sustainability. Ecotourism typically involves travel to destinations
where flora, fauna, and cultural heritage are the primary attractions. Ecotourism is
intended to offer tourists insight into the impact of human beings on the environment,
and to foster a greater appreciation of our natural habitats.

Responsible ecotourism programs include those that minimize the negative aspects
of conventional tourism on the environment and enhance the cultural integrity of local
people. Therefore, in addition to evaluating environmental and cultural factors, an
integral part of ecotourism is the promotion of recycling, energy efficiency, water
conservation, and creation of economic opportunities for local communities. For these
reasons, ecotourism often appeals to advocates of environmental and social
responsibility.

Cultural tourism has been defined as 'the movement of persons to cultural attractions
away from their normal place of residence, with the intention to gather new
information and experiences to satisfy their cultural needs’. These cultural needs can
include the solidification of one's own cultural identity., by observing the exotic
"other".

Cultural tourism has a long history, and with its roots in the Grand Tour is arguably
the origimal form of tourism. It 15 also one of the forms of tourism that most policy
makers seem to be betting on for the future. The World Tourism Organization, for
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example, asserted that cultural tourism accounted for 37% of global tourism, and
forecast that it would grow at a rate of 15% per vear. Such figures are often quoted in
studies of the cultural tourism market, but are rarely backed up with empincal
research.

A recent study of the cultural consumption habits of Europeans (European
Commission 2002) indicated that people visited museums and galleries abroad almost
as frequently as they did at home. This underlines the growing importance of cultural
tourism as a source of cultural consumption. The generalization of cultural
consumption on holiday, however, points to one of the mamn problems of defining
cultural tourism.
