Considering the plethora of attempts to redefine security since the end of the Cold
War, ome might question whether security should be described as a neglected concept.
Two reasons for doing so are compelling. First, security 15 an important concept,
which has been used to justify suspending civil liberties, making war, and massively
reallocating resources during the last fifty vears. Despite the flurry of recent works, it
seems fair to describe security as a concept that received far less scholarly attention
than it deserved during that period. And second, most recent works on security would
not qualify as conceptual analysis in its real sense. Security has not received the
serious attention accorded to the concepts of justice, freedom, equality, obligation,
representation, and power,

World-system research is largely qualitative, although early on Wallerstein rejected
the distinction between nomothetic and idiographic methodologies to understand the
world.
