PASSAGE 1:

Battery cages are a housing system used for various animal production methods. but
primarily for egg-laying hens. The name arises from the arrangement of rows and
columns of identical cages connected together, sharing common divider walls, as in the
cells of a battery. Although the term is usually applied to poultry farming, similar cage
systems are used for other animals. Battery cages have generated controversy between
advocates for animal rights, and industrial producers. There are several welfare concerns
regarding the battery cage system of housing and husbandry. Due to modern selective
breeding. laying hen strains are different from those of meat production strains. Male
birds of the laying strains do not lay eggs and are unsuitable for meat production.
therefore, they are culled soon after being sexed, often on the day of hatching. Methods
of culling include cervical dislocation, asphyxiation by carbon dioxide and maceration
using a high speed grinder. Animal rights groups have used videos of live chicks being
placed into macerators as evidence of cruelty in the egg production industry.
Maceration, together with cervical dislocation and asphyxiation by carbon dioxide. are
all considered acceptable methods of euthanasia by the American Veterinary Medical
Association (MVMA). Consumers may also be appalled simply by the death of animals
that are not subsequently eaten. To reduce the harmful effects of feather pecking.
cannibalism and vent pecking. most chicks eventually going into battery cages are beak-
trimmed. This is often performed on the first day afier hatching, simultancously with
sexing and receiving vaccinations. Beak-trimming is a procedure considered by many
scientists to cause acute pain and distress with possible chronic pain: it is practised on
chicks for all types of housing systems. not only battery cages.

PASSAGE 2:

Poultry litter or broiler litter is a mixture of poultry excreta, spilled feed, feathers, and
material used as bedding in poultry operations. This term is also used to refer to unused
bedding materials. Poultry litter is used in confinement buildings used for raising
broilers. turkeys and other birds. Common bedding materials include wood shavings.
sawdust, peanut hulls, shredded sugar cane, straw, and other dry. absorbent, low-cost
organic materials. Sand is also occasionally used as bedding. The bedding materials help
absorb moisture. limiting the production of ammonia and harmful pathogens. The
materials used for bedding can also have a significant impact on carcass quality and bird
performance. Some broiler producers are simply removing cake and excess litter alter
house washing and then placing broilers on old litter for an extended number of flocks.
Their expectation is that total clean out is not needed unless there some disease or other
bio-security issues. However, producers doing this should be aware that total
disinfection under these conditions is probably not possible. Re-utilization of at least
some fraction of used litter as a supplement for fresh wood shavings bedding in broiler
houses has been found to not significantly increase pathogens and indicator
microorganisms in litter compared to using fresh wood shavings. No consistent
significant differences have been found regarding flock performance when comparing
houses using fresh litter with houses re-utilizing litter. A major issue with re-utilization
of previously used litter is the generation of ammonia. Ammonia is produced by
microbial breakdown of fecal material in the litter. [t is well documented in the literature
that higher moisture levels result in higher ammonia production. The caked portion of
the litter is very high in moisture and nitrogen and should be removed from the house to
reduce ammonia generation and provide optimal air quality for chicks during the
brooding period.

An ear tag usually carries an Animal ldentification Number (AIN) or code for the
animal, or for its herd or flock. This identification number (ID) may be assigned by some
national organisations (usually in the form of Property Identification Code. or PIC), or
they may be handwritten for the convenience of the farmer ("management tags"). The
National Livestock Identification System (NLIS) of Australia regulations require that
all cattle be fitted with a RFID device in the form of an ear tag or rumen bolus (a
cylindrical object placed in the rumen) before movement from the property and that the
movement be reported to the NLIS. However, if animals are tagged for internal purposes
in a herd or farm. IDs need not be unique in larger scales. The NLIS now also requires
sheep and goats to use an ear tag that has the Property Identification Code inscribed on
it. These ear tags and boluses are complemented by transport documents supplied by
vendors that are used for identification and tracking. A similar system is used for cattle
in the European Union (EU). each bovine animal having a passport document and tag in
each ear carrving the same number. Sheep and goats in the EU have a tag in one or both
ears carrying the official number of their {lock and also for breeding stock an individual
number for each animal: one of these tags (usually the left) must have a RFID chip (or
the chip may instead be carried in a rumen bolus or on an anklet). An ear tag can be
applied with an ear tag applicator, however there are also specially-designed tags that
can be applied by hand.
