At first sight one is struck with the differences between these creeds. even between
creeds from the same school. This is only natural. since these documents came from
groups of theologians who were busy arguing with other groups of theologians: and thus
the points in dispute were bound to be mentioned. Further examination however, shows
that there is also an area of agreement, and this area of agreement might be said to
express the heart of Sunnism. Thus they are all agreed that the Qurén is the uncreated
speech of God. From this, some go on to discuss the attributes of God. such as his
speech, power or omnipotence. will, hearing, and though they disagree in details, they
agree that God has attributes distinct from his essential being and is not a bare unity.
They are also agreed that God must in some sense will evervthing that happens. but the
Hanafites tend at the same time to place more emphasis on man’s responsibility than
does al-Ash'ar.

PASSAGE 3:

The early tenth century saw the wide acceptance of a more or less uniforim text of the
Qur'an—a consumption of the work of several generations of textual scholars. About the
same date there appeared a massive work which in a slightly different way summed up
the achievements of the interpreters and exegetes of the Qur'an during the previous
centuries. This is the Tafsir or "Commentary' of al-Tabari, which in one printed edition
occupies thirty volumes. It deals separately with every verse and with nearly every
phrase, giving full accounts of the occasion on which a passage was revealed and of the
incidents referred to. and mentioning important textual variants. The bulk of it, however,
is occupied by the quotation, with full references, of the interpretations of a verse given
by the leading scholars of the past. It 1s now thought that al-Tabar? derived most of this
information from written sources. He is far from being a mere compiler, however, for
he has been selective in the choice of sources, rejecting much unsatisfactory material
altogether: where earlier scholars differ, he shows how their views may be reconciled or
else gives reasons for preferring one of the views. In short, he has made a distinctive
personal contribution and at the same time preserved most of what was worth preserving
of the work of previous scholars.
