Perhaps another interesting answer to the "what is inventory?" question is risk
management. An interesting shift occurred recently regarding inventory. Though most
firms still attempt to keep inventories as low as possible because of the costs
associated with holding and managing them, there has been a growing emphasis on the
costs of not having or effectively managing inventories. In other words. inventory has
been increasingly described in terms of risk management, where the costs and impacts
of stockouts, missed service opportunities, and unforeseen supply chain interruptions
have become a primary decision-driver for firms. This has resulted m firms becoming
much more enthusiastic about concepts such as safety stock. Their rationale has been
the sentiment, "we can't afford to not have safety stock inventory!" Because of this,
inventory has interestingly become a means of managing risks.

In general, there appears to be much more sensitivity to the rnisk of potential supply
cham disruptions. In many cases, these disruptions are the result of some uncertainty
mvolved m managing supply chain processes. Sometimes the uncertainty 1s because of
poor information availability, sometimes it is associated with uncertainty in
manufacturing lead time; sometimes it is uncertainty in execution of specific tasks in
various supply chain processes. In any case, uncertainty is the primary culprit involved
in supply chain disruptions. OUne way that many firms have chosen to deal with such
uncertainties is to hedge against them with inventory investment. Although this
philosophy 1s a matter worth much debate, the reality is that many businesses engage
in this practice for various reasons and, therefore, consider inventory as a means of
managing and mitigating risks.

PASSAGE 2:

Obviously, Toyota has successfully applied Theory of Constraint to develop lean
manufacturing. Constraint management is a framework for managing the constraints of
a system in a way that maximizes the system's accomplishment of goals or throughput.
Throughput 1s defined as the rate at which the system generates money through sales.
Constraint is the part of the system that determines the output. The rate of throughput
of the whole system is equal to the rate of the throughput of the constraint.

Formerly, manufacturers produced vehicles based solely on sales forecasts. If the
sale forecast was inaccurate, manufacturers would produce cars that customers did not
want, and as a result end up with high stock at dealerships. Moreover. manufacturers
always produced the vehicles in the same model with very high volume n order to
gain the economy of scale. However, those efficient productions would lead to very
high end wvehicles that no one wanted and hence vehicle manufacturer would lose
profit. The constraint was the lack of linkage between manufacturing and customer
demands that lead to excessive inventories at dealerships.

Toyota knew about this problem, and had developed the lean manufacturing and the
Tovota product development process to counter it. Toyota had put customers into the
first process of production development by creating customer-defined value, and using
it as a core value to drive other processes. This ensures that the vehicles Toyota
manufactures would be as close to customer preference as possible. In addition,
Toyota created the standardized product platforms that can be used with various
vehicles' models so they can produce a large volume of product platforms to achieve
the economy of scale, while still being able to build the product in the assembly
process with respect to customer preference. Furthermore, Tovota countered this
constraint by transforming the batch processing to continuous flow. This creates
tremendous flexibility for manufacturers so that they can adjust production in
accordance with demand. This is because manufacturers produce one piece at a time.

PASSAGE 3:

The disappointing results of many conventional road transport projects in Africa led
some experts to rethink the strategy by which rural transport problems were to be
tackled at the beginning of the 1980s. A request for help in improving the availability
of transport within the remote Makete District of southwestern Tanzania presented the
opportunity to try a new approach. The concept of 'integrated rural transport’ was
adopted in the task of examining the transport needs of the rural households in the
district. The objective was to reduce the time and effort needed to obtain access to
essential goods and services through an improved rural transport system. The
underlying assumption was that the time saved would be used instead for activities that
would improve the social and economic development of the communities. The Makete
Integrated Rural Transport Project (MIRTP) started in 1985 with financial support
from the Swiss Development Corporation and was co-ordinated with the help of the
Tanzanian government.

When the project began, Makete District was virtually totally isolated during the
rainy season. The regional road was in such shape that access to the main towns was
impossible for about three months of the vear. Road traffic was extremely rare within
the district, and alternative means of transport were restricted to donkeys in the north
of the district. People relied primarily on the paths, which were slippery and dangerous
during the rains. Before solutions could be proposed, the shortcomings had to be
understood. Little was known about the transport demands of the rural households, so
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Phase 1, between December 1985 and December 1987, focused on research. The
socio-economic survey of more than 400 households in the district indicated that a
household in Makete spent, on average, seven hours a day on transporting themselves
and their goods, a figure which seemed extreme but which has also been obtamed in
surveys in other rural areas m Afiica. Interesting facts regarding transport were found;
95% was on foot; 80% was within the locality; and 70% was related to the collection
of water and firewood and travelling to grinding malls.
