As early as 1876, in an influential report entitled Public Libraries in the United States
of America, William Fletcher conhibuted a section titled “*Public Librares and the
Young™’ that conveved the message that public libraries were auxiharies to education.

Geography is not the only obstacle to library cooperation. High hopes and good
intentions cannot overcome serious problems of underfunding and understaffing. A
successful experience in cooperation requires the expenditure of money and staff time,
and unless the benefits of cooperation can be proven to skeptical library administrators,
the lack of necessary resources to sustain collective efforts can reduce even the most
attractive program of cooperation and exchange to zero. Essentiallv, it 1s critical that
all participating libraries in a cooperative arrangement feel that they are taking
advantare of it despite the risks they are taking.
