The United States Constitution established a political system comprising a national and
federal government. The new federal system accommaodated the thirteen original state
governments while establishing new bodies and powers designed to address national
concerns. The national government created by the union of states stood above the state
governments in specific national matters while acknowledging the role of the states or
sharing power with them in other areas. State officials were required to take an oath to
support the Constitution. and state courts were required to recognize the Constitution
and the laws and treaties made under it as the supreme law.
