Fungi are a large, diverse and widespread group of organisms, consisting of the molds,
mushrooms, and yeasis. Approximately 100000 species of fungi have been described
and as many as1.5 million species may exist. Fungi form a phylogenetic cluster distinct
tfrom other organisms and are most closely related to animals.
