Since antiguity, human beings have imagined life spread far and wide in the universe. Only
recently has science caught up, as we have come to understand the nature of life on Earth
and the possibility that life exists elsewhere. Recent discoveries of planets orbiting other
stars and of possible fossil evidence in Martian meteorifes have gained considerable public
acclaim. And the scientific case for life elsewhere has grown stronger during the past
decade. There is now a sense that we are verging on the discovery of life on other planets.

To search for life in our solar system, we need to start at home. Because Earth is our
only example of a planet endowed with life, we can use it to understand the conditions
needed to spawn life elsewhere. As we define these conditions, though, we need to consider
whether they are specific to life on Earth or general enough to apply anywhere.

Our geologic record tells us that life on Earth started shortly after life's existence
became possible—only after protoplanets (small, planet-like objects) stopped bombarding
our planet near the end of its formation. The last “Earth-sterilizing” giant impact probably
occurred between 4.4 and 4.0 billion years ago. Fossil microscopic cells and carbon isotopic
evidence suggest that life had grown widespread some 3.5 billion years ago and may have
existed before 3.85 hillion years ago.

Once it became safe for life to exist, no more than half a billion years—and perhaps as
little as 100 million to 200 million years—passed before life rooted itself firmly on Earth,
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This short time span indicates that life’s origin followed a relatively straightforward
process, the natural consequence of chemical reactions in a geologically active environment.
Equally important, this observation tells us that life may originate along similar lines in any
place with chemical and environmental conditions akin to those of Earth.

Passage 2:

Ants number approximately ten thousand trillion worldwide. Each individual ant scarcely
weighs anything, but put together they weigh roughly the same as all of mankind. They are
also ubiquitous, thriving everywhere except on icy mountain peaks and around the Poles.
No one knows precisely how many species there are, but it is estimated at over 20,000. For
an animal of its size, ants have been incredibly successful and this success owes much to the
highly sophisticated social behavior they exhibit.

In colonies that range in size from a few hundred to tens of millions, they organize their
roles with a clear division of labor: a queen or queens whose job it is to reproduce; some
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fertile males who die shortly after mating with the queen; and the rest are sterile females
who make up the main population of workers and soldiers, toiling away in a determined
fashion. In some species, the bodies of these sterile females are adapted to the different jobs
they have within the nest: building and expanding the nest, foraging for food, defending
against predators and so on.

How they achieve this level of organization and synchronization is even more amazing,
Where we use sound and sight to communicate, ants depend primarily on pheromones,
chemicals emitted by individuals and smelled or tasted by nestmates. A given species
produces just ten to twenty signals, which unlike human language are entirely instinctive
messages. A pheromone trail left by a foraging ant will lead others straight to where the
food is. When an individual ant comes under attack or is dying, it sends out an alarm
pheromone to alert the colony to mobilize as a defense unit.

In fact, when it comes to the art of war, ants are unsurpassed. They are completely
fearless and will readily take on prey much larger than themselves, attacking in deadly
swarms and overwhelming their target. Such is their dedication to the common good of the
colony that workers will also sacrifice their own lives to help others defeat the enemy.

Behaving in this altruistic and dedicated manner, these little creatures have flourished
on Earth for more than 140 million years, long outlasting dinosaurs. Because they think as
one, they have a collective intelligence greater than the sum of its individual parts;
something vou could hardly sav of most species.
